RBR to Recycle Manure 
RBR, with direction from the City of Pasadena, is moving forward with a plan to start recycling our manure. 
Together with TSC and MACH 1 we will have one disposal site for manure. The bin that TSC is currently using will 
be moved to the base of the slope by the trainer’s Tuff Shed tack room. A temporary retaining wall with a ramp to 
dump carts from will be constructed after some regrading takes place. This has many benefits for RBR.  
Our disposal costs will be greatly reduced; we will be helping the environment by recycling the manure to a 
composting facility; and we will be meeting one of the major requirements for utilizing BEST MANAGEMENT 
PRACTICES (BMPs), which will be required by the City. – Susie Brown
